            This curricular proposal has been Tabled at the August 16, 2007 CAPC meeting.

Marianne Barrett, Cronkite School of Journalism & Mass Communication informed CAPC that the reasons for the disestablishment of this concentration involved resources and are also pedagogical in nature.
Dr. Barrett explained that enrollment grew rapidly with a faculty student ratio of 100:1.  Faculty has increased, but the ratio is still 50:1.

Courses are not designed for students who want to be journalists.  BIS students did not meet the criteria for this major.  There are courses that are part of a minor being offered that can accommodate BIS students, i.e., MCO 120.

Existing BIS students have crafted existing opportunities in other areas.  Students need to go where there is capacity.

A motion was made to approve the disestablishment of this concentration.
